How to cite a book in a bibliography using Chicago

The most basic entry for a book consists of the author's name, the title of the book, publisher city, publisher name, and the year of publication.

Last Name, First Name. Title of Book. Publisher City: Publisher Name, Year Published.
Brown, Dan. The DaVinci Code. New York: Scholastic, 2004.
The first author's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name/initial). The name should generally be written as it appears on the title page, although certain adjustments may need to be made. Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For a book written by two or more authors, list them in order as they appear on the title page. Only the first author's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate author names by a comma.

Smith, John, Jane Doe, and Bob Anderson. The Sample Book. Pittsburgh: BibMe, 2008.
The full title of the book, including any subtitles, should be stated and italicized. If the book has a subtitle, the main title should be followed by a colon (unless the main title ends with a question mark, exclamation point, or dash). The complete title should be followed by a period.

The publication information can generally be found on the title page of the book. If it is not available there, it may also be found on the copyright page. List the publication city, followed by a colon and the publisher name. The publisher name may be given in full, or it can be abbreviated. In all cases, introductory articles (e.g. The, A, An) and some business titles (e.g. Inc., Ltd., S.A.) are omitted. Other business titles (e.g. Co., & Co., Publishing Co.) are often omitted, but can be retained. "Books" is usually retained. "Press" may be omitted or retained - if it is used with a university name, it must be retained. The word "University" can be abbreviated as "Univ." The publisher is followed by a comma, and then the year of publication. End the citation with a period.

If you are citing a specific chapter from the book, include the following information before the book title: the chapter name and a period in quotations, and the text "In". Also include either the inclusive page numbers of the chapter (along with a period after the year of publication) or the chapter number (along with the text "Chap.", preceding the "In" text before the book title).

When a book has no edition number/name present, it is generally a first edition. If you have to cite a specific edition of a book later than the first, you should indicate the new edition in your citation. If the book is a revised edition or an edition that includes substantial new content, include the number, name, or year of the edition and the abbreviation "ed." in parentheses between the book title and the period that follows it. "Revised edition" should be abbreviated as "Rev. ed." and "Abridged edition" should be abbreviated as "Abr. ed." "Second edition, revised and enlarged" can be abbreviated simply as "2nd ed." The edition can usually be found on the title page, as well as on the copyright page, along with the edition's date.

The most basic entry for a journal consists of the author name(s), article title, journal name, volume number, year published, and page numbers.

Last Name, First Name. "Article Title." Journal Name Volume Number (Year Published): Page Numbers.
Smith, John. "Studies in pop rocks and Coke." Weird Science 12 (2009): 78-93.
The first author's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name). The name should not be abbreviated and should be written exactly as it appears in the newspaper. Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For an article written by two or more authors, list them in order as they appear in the journal. Only the first author's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate author names by a comma.

Smith, John, and Jane Doe. "Studies in pop rocks and Coke." Weird Science 12 (2009): 78-93.
The full article title, which is followed by a period, should be placed within quotation marks. Place the period within the quotation marks. Although Chicago traditionally uses the headline style of capitalizing the first letter of each word in the title, sentence style is also acceptable. Be consistent in your bibliography in using either style.

The article title is followed by the name of the journal, which is italicized. Omit any introductory articles (e.g. A, An, The) from the journal name. Journal names are usually given in full, since it is not incorrect to spell out a journal name. You can abbreviate a journal name if you wish, except if it consists of one word. It is common to abbreviate journal names from scientific works (e.g. Comp Tech Evol).

Include the volume number after the journal name. If an issue number is available, include it after the volume number and before the year published. Precede the issue number with a comma and the text "no.".

Put the year of publication in parentheses. Afterwards, include a colon, the page numbers the article appears on, and a period. You may include the month or season in parentheses before the year, although it is not necessary if you include an issue number.

If the article was published online, include the web address of the article, and then place the word "accessed", along with the date on which you accessed the website (written in the format of "month day, year") in parentheses. For an article found in a database, cite it the same way you would an article published online: place the database URL in place of the website URL and cite the date on which you accessed the article.

The first author's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name). Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For a page with two or more authors, list them in order as they appear on the website. Only the first author's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate author names by a comma.

If no author is available, begin the citation with the website owner.

The first author's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name/initial). The name should generally be written as it appears on the title page although certain adjustments may need to be made. Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For a book written by two or more authors, list them in order as they appear on the title page. Only the first author's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate author names by a comma.

A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

If an edition of the newspaper is listed, include it at the end of the citation. Place the edition, preceded by a comma, after the the publication date, but before the period that ends the citation.

If the newspaper has multiple sections, indicate the section the article was found in. Place the section, preceded by a comma and the text "sec.", after the publication date (or the edition, if there is one), but before the period that ends the citation.

Smith, John. "Steelers win Super Bowl XLIII." Pittsburgh Post-Gazette, February 2, 2009, early edition, sec. A.
If the article was published online, include the web address of the article, and then place the word "accessed", along with the date on which you accessed the website (written in the format of "month day, year") in parentheses. Conclude the citation with a period after the parentheses. For an article found in a database, cite it the same way you would an article published online: place the database URL in place of the website URL and cite the date on which you accessed the article.

How to cite a film in a bibliography using Chicago

The most basic entry for a film consists of the personnel, title, medium, director name(s), distributor, distributor city, and year of release.

Last Name, First. Film Title. Medium. Directed by First Name Last Name. Distributor City: Distributor, Year of Release.
Doe, Jane. BibMe: The Movie. DVD. Directed by John Smith. Los Angeles: Columbia, 2001.
Begin the citation by including any personnel responsible for the content being cited, including composers, writers, or performers. The first person's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name). Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For a film with two or more personnel, list them in order as they credited in the film. Only the first person's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate names by a comma.

Doe, Jane, and Joe Anderson. BibMe: The Movie. DVD. Directed by John Smith. Los Angeles: Columbia, 2001.
After the personnel are listed, italicize the film title, and follow it with a period. Include the medium of the copy of the film you viewed (e.g. VHS, DVD, Laser Disc), along with a period.

Include the text "Directed by" and then list out the names of any directors. Write a director's name in normal order - do not list reverse the first and last names. For a film with two or more directors, separate each person by a comma and include the word "and" before the last director's name.

Doe, Jane. BibMe: The Movie. DVD. Directed by John Smith, and Joe Anderson. Los Angeles: Columbia, 2001.
After the directors, include the city in which the film's distributor is located, followed by a colon, the distributor's name, a comma, and the year of release. If film was re-released in a more recent year and you are citing content new to that particular version of the film, use the most recent year of release in your citation.

If you are citing a commentary or an individual scene, cite it like a chapter from a book. Place the commentary or film chapter name, along with a period, in quotations, after the initial personnel and before the film title.

Doe, Jane. "Humble Beginnings." BibMe: The Movie. DVD. Directed by John Smith, and Joe Anderson. Los Angeles: Columbia, 2001.
How to cite an interview in a bibliography using Chicago

The citation format for an interview depends on the what context it was conducted and published.

PUBLISHED INTERVIEW FROM PUBLICATION: Last Name, First Name. Interview with First Name Last Name. Publication Title. Publication Information.

PUBLISHED INTERVIEW FROM RADIO/TV PROGRAM: Last Name, First Name. Interview with First Name Last Name. Program Title. Network, Call letters, Date Interviewed.
UNPUBLISHED INTERVIEW: Last Name, First Name. Interview by First Name Last Name. Interview Type. Location, Date Interviewed.
For all types of interview citations, begin with the name(s) of the person(s) interviewed. The first person's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name). Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

When two or more people are interviewed, only the first person's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate names by a comma.

Smith, John, and Jane Doe. Interview with Bob Anderson. Personal interview. Pittsburgh, February 11, 2009.
If the interview has a title, include it in quotations, along with a period, after the name of the person interviewed. If the interview does not have a title, instead include the text "Interview with" (or "Interview by" for an unpublished interview), followed by the interviewer's name (which is written in normal order - do not reverse the first and last name), and a period.

Jolie, Angelina. Interview with Steve Kroft. 60 Minutes. CBS, WCBS, February 3, 2009.

Jolie, Angelina. "Being a Mother." 60 Minutes. CBS, WCBS, February 3, 2009.
For a published interview, include publication information related to the medium in which the interview was published. See the Citation Guide entries for these works (e.g. radio/TV programs, magazines, newspapers) for specific guidelines.

Jolie, Angelina. Interview with John Smith. Newsweek, February 3, 2009.
For an unpublished interview, include the type of interview, a period, the location of the interview, a comma, and the date of the interview (written in the format of month day, year). End the citation with a period.

Smith, John. Interview by Bob Anderson. Tape recording. New York City, March 5, 2009.

If you conducted the interview, replace your name with the word "author."
Smith, John. Interview by author. Tape recording. New York City, March 5, 2009.
How to cite a lecture in a bibliography using Chicago

The most basic entry for a lecture consists of the speaker name, presentation title, presentation type, sponsor, event, city, and date conducted.

Last Name, First Name. "Presentation title." Presentation Type, Event from Sponsor, City, Date Conducted.

Pausch, Randy. "Really Achieving Your Childhood Dreams." Lecture, Journeys from Carnegie Mellon University, Pittsburgh, PA, September 18, 2007.
Begin the citation with the name(s) of the speaker(s). The first person's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name). Titles and affiliations associated with the speaker should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For a lecture by two or more speakers, reverse only the first speaker's name, while the others are written in normal order. Separate speaker names by a comma.

Pausch, Randy, and Jai Pausch. "Really Achieving Your Childhood Dreams." Lecture, Journeys from Carnegie Mellon University, Pittsburgh, PA, September 18, 2007.
Include the presentation title, along with a period, in quotation marks, after the speaker names. The title should be capitalized in headline style. If there is no title, instead include a description of the presentation topic. Then state the type of presentation (e.g. Reading, Lecture, Address, Keynote Speech/Speech), followed by a comma. Next include the event name, the word "from", the institution sponsoring the presentation, and a comma. Complete the citation with the city in which the event occurred, a comma, the date of the presentation (in the format of month day, year), and a period.

If the lecture is a class lecture, the event name should be the course name, and the sponsor should be the school/university at which the lecture occurred.

How to cite an encyclopedia/dictionary in a bibliography using Chicago

The most basic entry for an encyclopedia/dictionary consists of the author name(s), encyclopedia/dictionary name, edition, article title, publication city, publisher, and year published.

Last Name, First Name. Encyclopedia/Dictionary name, Edition ed., s.v. "Article Title." Publication City: Publisher Name, Year Published.
Smith, John. Encyclopaedia Britannica, 8th ed., s.v. "Internet." Chicago: Encyclopaedia Britannica, 2009.
The first author's name should be reversed, with a comma being placed after the last name and a period after the first name (or any middle name). The name should not be abbreviated and should be written exactly as it appears in the encyclopedia. Titles and affiliations associated with the author should be omitted. A suffix, such as a roman numeral or Jr./Sr. should appear after the author's given name, preceded by a comma.

For an article written by two or more authors, list them in order as they appear in the encyclopedia. Only the first author's name should be reversed, while the others are written in normal order. Separate author names by a comma.

Smith, John, and Jane Doe. Encyclopaedia Britannica, 8th ed., s.v. "Internet." Chicago: Encyclopaedia Britannica, 2009.
Include the encyclopedia/dictionary name in italics, a comma, the encyclopedia/dictionary's edition, and the abbreviation "ed." Then include a comma and the abbreviation "s.v.", and then place the article title, along with a period, in quotation marks.

If the encyclopedia/dictionary's volume is available and the work does not arrange entries alphabetically, cite the volume after the article title, along with the abbreviation "vols."

Smith, John. Encyclopaedia Britannica, 8th ed., s.v. "Internet." 20 vols. Chicago: Encyclopaedia Britannica, 2009.
Include the city of publication, a colon, the publisher, a comma, and the year of publication. End the citation with a period.

If the article has no author, begin the citation with the encyclopedia/dictionary name.

Encyclopaedia Britannica, 8th ed., s.v. "Internet." Chicago: Encyclopaedia Britannica, 2009.
If you are citing the entire encyclopedia/dictionary and not a specific article, exclude the following parts of the citation: the authors, the article title, and the "s.v." abbreviation.

Encyclopaedia Britannica, 8th ed. Chicago: Encyclopaedia Britannica, 2009.
If the article was published online, include the web address of the article, and then place the word "accessed", along with the date on which you accessed the website (written in the format of "month day, year") in parentheses. Conclude the citation with a period after the parentheses.

Smith, John. Encyclopaedia Britannica, 8th ed., s.v. "Internet." Chicago: Encyclopaedia Britannica, 2009. http://www.britannica.com/articles/id=2533 (accessed February 21, 2009).
How to cite a radio/TV program or a photograph in a bibliography using Chicago Style

Chicago does not offer any specific guidelines for these in a bibliography.
